
The SON Beams Ministry 

CBC is starting a new ministry, the SON Beams, on 
Wednesday, September 7, at 6:30 P.M.  ñSharing Beams of 
Love for the SON,ò is a ministry for children with Hidden 
Disabilities. HD is a serious emotional, behavioral, 
developmental, or neurological disorder with no outward 
apparent symptoms. Examples of hidden disabilities are: 
Autism, ADHD, Touretteôs, FAE, and epilepsy, to name a 
few. Under the direction of Mrs. Tonya Bloodgood and 
others, this ministry will provide a church and a classroom 
that allows these children ages 2 to 8 with HD many 
resources catering to their special needs.  
 
Due to lack of space, this ministry will be available in the 
Toddler Nursery Room for two services onlyðthe Sunday 
evening service at 6:30 P.M., and the Wednesday evening 
service beginning at 6:30 P.M. SON Beams is a nationally 
recognized program for these children. The curriculum will 
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come from HeartShapers, another 
organization that develops curriculum for this 
use. The effectiveness will only be measured 
by the lives we can impact, and the 
mainstreaming of the child into a standard 
class, as the individual goals of each child 
are met.  
 
It may be possible for some children to grow 
out of this class at 5 or 6 years of age, but 
others may need special help for many more 
years. We will grow the ministry as the Lord 
leads. Our research indicates that we are the 
only church with this type of ministry in the 
area. Please pray that the Lord will bless this 
ministry, and that it will be used for His honor 
and glory.
